Glossary of Terms

· Menu – Student will design and create a restaurant or café menu as you would see at a meal out.

· Poster – Student will design and create a poster for an imagined event.  Layout and design, as well as information included, will be considered.

· Brocure or Program – Student will design or create a document used for marketing a travel event, company or other item.  It should be appealing to the eye and easy to read.
· Landscape Photograph - Shows spaces in the world.  Landscape photographs typically capture the presence of nature but can also focus on man-made features or disturbances of landscapes.
· Portrait Photograph – Shows a person, especially one depicting only the face or head and shoulders. Can also be of an animal.

· Abstract Photograph – Like abstract art, focuses on shape, form, color, pattern and texture. It seeks to show the subject’s essence, not the reality.
